Dear Parents/Carers,

We are very pleased to be able to offer our After School Clubs for Spring Term (2) 2025. Clubs will
commence w/b Monday 24" February and finish w/b Monday 31 March 2025.

Clubs that are led by our school staff are offered free of charge to parents/carers and each club will
run for 7 consecutive weeks. All school led clubs start at 3:20pm and will finish at 4:10pm — please
ensure you collect your child promptly at the end of the club session. Please note that clubs may need
to be cancelled at short notice due to staff absence/training etc. On the occasion that a club is
cancelled, you will be notified via ClassDojo and/or telephone.

Clubs are available to specific year groups (please check the list on the next page) and are allocated
on a ‘first come, first served’ basis. For all school led clubs, successful applicants will be notified via
ClassDojo message. If your child is not successful at gaining a place in the initial allocation, they will be
held on a waiting list should a space become available at a later date. If you are applying for more
than one club, please state the order of preference as not all requests may be possible to fulfil. Please
think carefully about which club/s you would like to attend, and remember that when you sign up to
a club and are allocated a space, it is expected that you attend every session. If your child is well
enough to attend school, then we expect them to attend their after school club, unless there is a
significant reason why they can’t.

If your child fails to attend for two sessions, they will be removed from the club, and the space offered
to another child. We thank you for your co-operation with this.

The majority of clubs have a maximum number of 20 available spaces for Health &
Safety/Safeguarding reasons. If a club has less than 10 children allocated, this may result in the club
being cancelled.

We expect every child to behave in a sensible, safe and respectful manner during clubs, to enable
everyone to gain full enjoyment. Although the atmosphere during the school clubs is different to that
throughout the school day, the children’s happiness and safety remain important. We have rules in
school so we can all be ‘ready, respectful and safe’. We expect the children to follow our school rules
at all times. Failure to do so may lead to exclusion from the club.
