We are delighted to inform you that we have organised a three day residential visit to Malvern Outdoor Centre from Monday 24th May to Wednesday 26th May 2027. This is a great opportunity for the children and is always one of the highlights of their time at St Luke’s.

This visit is inclusive to all children and we will ensure that all needs, to include dietary and social needs, are catered for. Members of the St Luke’s staff team will accompany the children.
The Malvern Outdoor Centre is a registered and quality assured centre which adheres to all safety laws and regulations, and ensures the best care for all children. The children will experience activities such as; climbing, orienteering, zip wiring, high ropes, archery and king swing. Please note, there will be no swimming activities. 
The cost of this visit is £250 per pupil. This includes full board accommodation and a full programme of activities. The PTA very kindly help to pay for the transport which helps to reduce costs for parents. In order to bring the cost down a little further, we have not included bedding in the booking and so children will need to bring a duvet cover, pillow case and bottom sheet in their luggage. 
If your child wishes to attend the three day visit, a deposit of £25 is required by Friday 22nd May 2026. Payments for the whole visit can be made in four instalments:

1st instalment – £60.00 Friday 10th July 2026
2nd instalment – £60.00 Friday 11th September 2026
3rd instalment - £55.00 Friday 13th November 2026
4th instalment - £50.00 Friday 29th January 2027
5th instalment - £25.00 Friday 5th March 2027

All payments are to be made through your ParentPay account. By making payment on Parentpay you are giving consent to your child attending the residential trip.

Please note, if your child does not take part in this visit they are expected to be in school for the three days.
