EYFS and Key Stage 1

The children in EYFS and Key Stage One are taught to

Fred Talk

Once pupils have completed RWI phonics they move onto RWI Spelling.

Spell through Ruth Miskin’s Read Write Inc phonics.
They are taught to segment the sounds in words using

Fred Talk to enable them to spell them. Pupils also

have the opportunity to practise spelling of red words

(non decodable words).

Year 2 and Key Stage Two

This programme is for Years 2-6 and teaches spelling cumulatively and
systematically with deliberate, focused practice. It builds upon the
teaching strategies and spelling activities from Read Write Inc. Phonics.
